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1.1 Background 

Zambezi region is one of the 14 regions of Namibia that was affected by the 4th Delimitation 

Commission and announced in the Government Gazette of August 2013, its capital is Katima Mulilo. 

The region has been known as Caprivi region until in August 2013 when the name changed to 

Zambezi. The name came from the Zambezi River that runs along its border. The NSA saw the need 

of producing additional tables to accommodate the changes introduced by the 4th Delimitation 

Commission.  The information provided include total population, fertility, mortality, education, 

labour force and households condition/characteristics for the region as well as the new 

constituencies. 

The region had six (6) constituencies namely: Judea Lyabboloma, Kabbe North, Kabbe South, Katima 

Mulilo Rural, Katima Mulilo Urban, Kongola, Linyanti and Sibbinda. New additional constituencies 

created were Judea Lyabboloma while Kabbe, was divided into two (2) constituencies, Kabbe North 

and Kabbe South.
